From full-time artists to busy working 
folks who create in their spare time, each has 
presented a collection of  works representing an 
appreciation for nature or gardening through 
subject, media or function.

Special thanks to Plano artist Marian Hirsch, 
who presented her beautiful pastel and 
watercolor works during our first two shows, 
and a special collection of  floral oil works 
during our March show. Since then, Marian 
has returned to NHG to lead two classes on 
sketching the garden, an interest shared by 
many NHG guests who crave another means of  
creative interaction with their gardening efforts.

Alliums—ornamental members of  the onion 
family—are durable, colorful spring-blooming 
bulbs that offer unique shape and texture for 
perennial gardens. NHG stocks ten different 
varieties for planting through November in 
shades of  white, pink, purple or blue for a 
splash of  vivid spring color. Petite varieties 
like ‘Graceful Beauty’ (far left) offer pale 
white blooms accented with lavender stamens. 
Classics like A. christophii (left) sport shades 
of  pink, star-shaped blooms on large, globe-
shaped heads. Allium bloom stalks range from 
12-48 inches in height, so finding a variety to 
suit different areas is easy. They make long-
lasting cut flowers, too. Plant some of  each!
